1. Welcome

Dr. Pierre Fraigniaud chaired the MC meeting.

2. Approval of the Minutes of the 7th MC meeting

The Minutes of the 7th MC meeting (Salerno) were adopted at unanimity.

3. Application of two new sites

Two new sites applied to our Action:

¥ Reykjavik University, Iceland, represented by Professor Magnus Halldorsson;
¥ Wroclaw University Ð Technical University of Wroclaw, Poland, represented by Dr.

Miroslaw Korzeniowski.

Both representatives gave a 50-minutes talk as Invited Experts to the MC Meeting, describing
the activities of their Institutions. Both Institutions are already collaborating with several
members of Action 295.

The MC members voted on whether they agree on having Reykjavik University joining the
Action. This proposal was adopted at unanimity.

The MC members voted on whether they agree on having Wroclaw University Ð Technical
University of Wroclaw  joining the Action. This proposal was adopted at unanimity.

4. Budget and Management issues

Dr. Fraigniaud informed that the financial report for 2006-2007 completed by our Grant Holder,
Prof. Peter Widmayer, ETH ZŸrich, with a special thank to the secretaries Barbara Heller and
Marianna Berger.

He recalls to the MC Members that the Budget plan for 2007-2008 was:



¥ STSM : 50K!
¥ MC and WG Meetings : 70K!
¥ Training School : 10K!
¥ Overhead (secretariat) : 15K!

So far, the allocated budget is 115K!. Dr. Fraigniaud informed the MC Members that the Action
can ask for extra budget later, if needed.

5. Forthcoming MC meeting

The 9th MC meeting will take place in Freiburg, Germany, February 19-20, 2008, organized by
Prof. Christian Schindelhauer. Profs. Leszek Gasieniec (University of Liverpool) and Iain
Phillips (Loughborough University) are in charge of setting up the scientific program of the
meeting.  

6. DYNAMO Training School

The 2nd Training School of the Action will be organized in Spring 2008. It will consist in 2 or 3
days of lectures, on a selected number of topics. The following topics were suggested: Game
Theory, Online Algorithms, and Peer-to-Peer. Possible speakers were listed, and Dr. Fraigniaud
is in charge of inviting these speakers.

Two proposals have been made for the possible School location:

¥ Chalmers University at Gothenburg, Sweden (Prof. Marina Papatriatafilou). In co-
location with SWAT 2008 (11th Scandinavian Workshop on Algorithm Theory).

¥ Satellite event of ICALP 2008 in Reykjav’k, Iceland.

An electronic voting will be organized one month after this meeting.

7. Evaluation of the Action

Dr. Fraigniaud summarized the comments that he got after his report at the COST-ICT Annual
Review Meeting that took place July 5, 2007 at the National Office for Research and
Technology (NKTH), Budapest. Rapporteur: Prof. Mietek Muraszkiewicz. The main
recommendation is that the  Web site must be improved. Dr. Fraigniaud will work on that in co-
ordination with the Web Manager of the Action.
